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1. Introduction to doctoral training

The Doctoral School of Management and Business Administration at the John von Neumann
University offers a theoretically and practically oriented education based on applied sciences
in the field of management and business administration in social sciences.

The training programme is structured in accordance with the European Quality Assurance
Standards and Guidelines for Higher Education, with harmonised training phases to ensure
that doctoral students acquire the high level of knowledge and skills that will prepare them to
address the challenges of the knowledge society to an outstanding standard. The primary
objective of the training programme is to equip students with the knowledge and skills that
together will ensure that they are capable of carrying out high quality academic work.

The processes for the continuous monitoring and evaluation of training programmes are
described in detail in the NJE- DSMBA Quality Assurance Plan.

2. Structure of doctoral training
The training programme of the Doctoral School is conducted in both Hungarian and English.

The Doctoral School operates three sub-programmes within the framework of the Doctoral
Programme in Management and Business Admistration:

*  “Bioeconomy and Sustainability”;

* “Business Management and Business Digitalisation”;

* “Finance and Financial Digitalisation”.

The doctoral school shall regulate the study obligations in accordance with the credit-based
study regulations for doctoral schools as follows:

* The doctoral programme consists of 8 semesters, of which the first 4 semesters are
training and research phase, the second 4 semesters are research and dissertation
phase. The course of study consists of 240 credits.

* The 240 credits can be completed with the following units of study:

'A' - training (study) credits
'B' - research (research) credits
* The course must include at least
- 45 credits with a study unit of type 'A";
- 195 credits must be completed in type B units;
- 24 credits may be obtained from supervised teaching.
A minimum of 30 credits (type A and/or B) must be obtained for each semester to be
absolved.
In addition to compulsory education credits (training, courses) and research and publication
credits, a student may earn a maximum of 24 teaching credits in each semester.



Each year, the doctoral student is required to participate in at least one workplace debate
(preferably related to his/her sub-programme) and one public doctoral thesis defence
(attendance is certified by the secretary of the Doctoral School on the basis of the attendance
record of the debates).

3. Curriculum of the Doctoral School

The doctoral school curriculum consists of compulsory and optional courses.

* The curriculum is based on the first group of courses, which is compulsory for all
doctoral students (4 courses) and the compulsory courses (1 course) related to the sub-
programme.

» The second group of courses is the set of compulsorily elective courses, one per
student per semester, and two in the first two years.

The range of compulsory courses may be extended to include courses from other doctoral
schools, depending on the doctoral student's individual research topic.

The student may also choose his/her compulsory course from the compulsory courses
prescribed for the other sub-programmes.

PhD students may take additional courses up to 10% of the total number of credits (3 credits),
but above this amount a fee of HUF 5,000 per credit is payable. The inclusion of additional
courses must be agreed in advance with the head or secretary of the doctoral school. In the
case of course(s) intercepted and completed abroad, the decision on acceptance is taken by the
Council of the Doctoral School on the basis of a statement by the course supervisor in the
curriculum of the Doctoral School.

The course supervisor will prepare the course description and the course timetable for the
students before the beginning of the semester. This is the basis for the student's semester
timetable.

The course supervisor may use the possibility of team-teaching for the teaching of the course,
and may also organise the teaching of a major part of the course by inviting recognised
lecturers from other universities or external experts.

The compulsory courses can only be offered if a minimum of 2 students are enrolled, with a
minimum duration of 12 weeks per semester.

6. General principles and rules for the complex examination

The complex examination must be taken at the end of the first stage of doctoral studies (at the
end of the 4™ semester), and its successful completion is a prerequisite for entry to the second
stage of doctoral studies.

To be admitted to the complex examination, the candidate must have completed at least 120
credits in the "training and research phase" (first four semesters) of doctoral studies (including
the 30 credits in the courses required by the doctoral school's curriculum) and at least 50% of
the minimum publication requirements.

In the case of an individual doctoral candidate, the student status is established by applying
for and passing the complex examination.

The complex examination must be taken in public before a board. The examination board
shall be composed of at least three members, at least one third of whom shall not be employed
by the institution operating the doctoral school.

The chairperson of the committee may be a university professor, habilitated associate
professor, habilitated college professor, Professor Emeritus or researcher with the title of
Doctor of the Hungarian Academy of Sciences. All members of the examination board hold
an academic degree. The candidate's supervisor may not be a member of the examination
board.




6.1. Components of the complex examination
The complex examination shall consist of two main parts: the first part shall assess the
candidate's theoretical knowledge ('theoretical part’), the second part shall be a report on the

candidate's scientific progress ('dissertation part’).

In the theoretical part of the complex examination, candidates will be tested on the following

two topics:
* Research Methodology: the written part of the examination includes a written part (see
6.2);

* asub-programme specific topic, such as,
- bioeconomy and sustainability;
- business management;
- financial management.
The second part of the theoretical part of the exam is the specific topic corresponding
to the student's sub-programme.

The second, the dissertation part of the complex examination, consists of a presentation of the
candidate's knowledge of the literature, the results of his/her research to date, his/her research
plans for the second phase of the doctoral programme (years 3 and 4) and the timetable for the
preparation of the dissertation and the publication of the results. In connection with the
dissertation part of the complex examination, before the complex examination, the doctoral
candidate must also submit to the doctoral school a written study about his/her knowledge of
the literature on the research topic, his/her actual research results, and his/her research and
further publication plans for the second phase of doctoral training (see 6.2).

At the end of the student's complex examination, the supervisor will be given the opportunity
to evaluate the candidate orally. The course supervisor may also make this assessment in
writing beforehand.

The examination board will mark the theoretical and dissertation parts of the examination
separately ('Pass'/'Fail').

A written evaluation report is drawn up for the complex examination. The results of the
examination shall be communicated to the students concerned on the day of the oral
examination. The complex examination is successful if a majority of the members of the
board of examiners pass both parts of the examination.

The student may repeat the failed part(s) of the complex examination once before the start of
the next semester.

In the case of a doctoral student transferring from another doctoral school in the field of
management, the result of the successful complex examination at the previous doctoral school
will be accepted by the doctoral school. In other cases, the transfer student must pass the
complex examination set by the doctoral school.



6.2. Expectations of the studies to be submitted in advance for the complex examination
a.) For the theoretical examination on the topic of Research Methodology, the doctoral
student shall prepare a research and analysis methodology paper of 6-8 pages, in which
the student shall describe the primary and secondary data collection designs to be applied
in his/her research, highlighting the statistical and further analysis methods to be used for
their processing, justifying their application, pointing out the possible limitations of the
methods to be applied.

b.) For the dissertation part of the complex examination, the student must submit in advance
a paper of approximately 15-25 pages in which he/she presents an evaluative literature
review of his/her research topic, including the doctoral student's position, the applied
research theories, the models and research methods used in the research, and a
comparison of the different approaches. The dissertation section should also include the
objectives of the doctoral student's research, proposed hypotheses and a list of the
literature reviewed.

A documented list of the student's publications should be included as an appendix to the
dissertation and the student's MTMT (Hungarian Scientific Bibliography,
https://www.mtmt.hu/) details.

It deals with the
objectives and instruments of central bank regulation and monetary policy, the practices
followed by the ECB and the Federal Reserve Board, the mechanism of action of non-
traditional monetary policy instruments, and the domestic and international experience of
inflation targeting. In the context of fiscal policy, the main focus is on the causes and
management options for public debt. Special attention will be paid to the elements of the
Green Programme, launched by the Hungarian National Bank in 2019, which takes into
account the EU Sustainable Finance Action Plan, environmental financial risks, green
financing options, green bonds and green investment funds, and international experience
with the application of green taxes.

The aim of the subject is to describe how to measure science. The scientific metrics levels
are represented by the journal level metrics, article level metrics and author level metrics.
Most journal-level metrics are calculated from the pool of journals indexed in two citation
indexing databases, namely Web of Science (WOS) and Scopus (SCImago) databases. The
quality of the journal metrics is expressed by the impact factor (IF) given by the journals
registered in the Web of Science database, which is the average number of citations to
those papers published during the two preceding years. A similar calculation method is
followed by SCImago comparable to IF as it is a measure of the scientific prestige of
scholarly sources: value of weighted citations per document. The set of journals have been
ranked according to their SCImago Journal Rank (SJR) and divided in four equal groups for
quartiles: Q1, Q2, Q3 and Q4. Article-level metrics demonstrate the impact of an individual
article. There are a number of sources available to researchers to discover
including Google Scholar and Web of Science. Author-level metrics are citation metrics
that measure the bibliometric impact of individual authors. H-index is the best known
author-level metric. Structure of a research article, academic writing and library research
methods are also included in the subject.
